These are not easy topics, so we would like to extend the length of the August 26th and September 9th meetings to four hours. At this meeting, we will focus on fFinalizing the principless.   that will provide the foundation for drafting the recommendations and will be the focus of the meeting on the 15th.  Thanks to all who  have provided feedback on the prior draft statement of principles.  The attached revision incorporates your  principles.  Your comments, suggestions, and clarifications.  ying edits have been incorporated into the second draft that is provided in the meeting materials.  Please previewreview the new draft statement draft in advance, before the meeting so that we can have a purposeful our discussion and, we hope, vote is productive and we can vote on a set ofn principlest.  
In the event we are unable to discuss all twelve principles at this meeting, we will continue the discussion at the August 26 meeting.  hose we wish to adopt. Per the the task force procedures  we adopted at the our first Task Force meeting, a vote of the majority of members present is required to pass a motion, and  and members participating remotely can vote.  
   If we don’t get through all 13 principles, we will finish at our August 26th meeting.  
If time permits on July 15the 15th, we will take up the issue of start our discussion of eligibility.  The attached eligibility proposal is intended as a starting point for discussion.  , for which we identified two questions:  (1) what criteria must be met before filing a motion; and (2) who should be authorized to file?   The eligibility proposal provided in the materials is a starting point.  Please give some thought to the parameters with which you are comfortable.  We must also address the issue of who will be authorized to file a motion for resentencing.   with.  

Including the July 15 meeting, we have three opportunities to develop recommendations about eligibility and process.  These are not easy topics, so we would like to extend the August 26 and September 9 meetings from two to four hours.  With your agreement, we will send revised calendar invites after this Friday’s meeting.

We also Finally,have we will wrap up the meeting schedule with two public hearings on the calendar: , one in Springfield on September 29 and one in Chicago on on the morning of September 30th .  Both are morning meetingsand one in Springfield the morning of the 29th.  We would like to have at least three members of the Resentencing Task Force at each hearing, though having but all members in attendance  would be best best.
